The Australian National Dictionary
Centre

A new centre for research into Australian English was established at the Australian
National University on 1 January 1988. The Centre, a joint venture funded by the
University and Oxford University Press Australia, recognises two functions:

the conduct and promotion of research into Australian English; and
the production of dictionaries and study materials for use in Australia.

The Centre takes its name from The Australian National Dictionary (AND), a
dictionary of Australianisms compiled on historical principles, which was prepared at
the University between 1978 and 1988 and published by Oxford University Press
Australia in September 1988. Its principal resource is the citation archive on which AND
is based, an archive which is being systematically and continuously updated and
expanded.

The Centre has a two-tier structure: its members are those who are employed on
Centre projects, including a small continuing staff of Editor, Dr. W. S. Ramson and
Associate Editor, Miss J. M. Hughes, with full-time secretarial and part-time bibliogra-
phical and research assistance support, its corresponding members interested scholars,
both within and wfthout Australia, who have been invited to participate in its activities.
The Centre has links with other dictionary centres in Britain, Europe, North America,
New Zealand, and South Africa.

The Centre has a small reference library and facilities for visitors wishing to work on
the archive. It is currently engaged in expanding the archive through a regional
newspaper reading programme, which is intended to improve its holdings of regional-
isms and occupational terms, and an Aboriginal English reading programme. It looks to
produce a second edition of AND in about ten years but in the meantime to act as a
repository for information on Australianisms, and Australian English generally, to
engage in further research into Australian English, and to produce dictionaries and
study materials which will disseminate its findings.

The Centre is administratively part of the University's Faculty of Arts. Its research
and dictionary programme are determined by the Editor, in association with the
Managing Director of Oxford University Press Australia and on the advice of an
Advisory Committee chaired by Professor C. I. E. Donaldson and including in its

Exeter Dictionary Research Centre
Developments

Five years after the LEXeter '83 Conference, a scholarship was established with the
generous support of the Hornby Trust, the Bell Educational Trust, and the British
Association for Applied Linguistics. It has been awarded to Mrs. M. S. Paranavithana,
Senior Assistant Editor of the Sinhala Dictionary at Colombo, Sri Lanka, who will be
spending four months at the University of Exeter from March 1989.

The third international Lexicography Course will be held during the week from 20 to
24 March, 1989. It will again offer the familiar training programme of lectures in the
morning and practical sessions in the afternoon. Patrick Hanks will give a special lecture
on corpus-based lexicography, and as an added feature there will be a one-day workshop
on lexicography in Africa.

As an extension of Dr. R. R. K. Hartmann's bibliographical data-base, work has
started on an international directory of lexicography, which is intended to provide on-
line information on dictionaries, lexicographers and institutions in various countries.

FIT: Une Federation en
expansion

La Federation Internationale des traducteurs (FIT), qui compte deja 53 associations
membres representant plus de 40 pays difTerents, s'enrichira vraisemblablement de sept
nouveaux membres lors de son prochain congres. En effet, le Conseil de la FIT a
recemment resolu de presenter avec recommandation favorable la candidature d'associ-
ations de traducteurs du Congo-Brazzaville, de Hong Kong, d'Irak, dTrlande, de
Norvege, de Republique Populaire de Chine et de Syrie. II se peut que d'autres
associations s'ajoutent a cette liste d'ici le congres.

Par ailleurs, un comite special preside par le Canadien Michel Limbos et compose de
representants bulgares, chinois, nigeriens et tanzaniens, etudie actuellement l'admissibi-
lite de l'association des traducteurs d'Afrique du Sud a la lumiere des directives
pertinentes de 1'UNESCO.

Parallelement a cet elargissement des cadres, la FIT cherche a mondialiser son action.
Ainsi, le Conseil a approuve le principe de la tenue de deux tables rondes sur le continent

africain. L'une aurait lieu a Tanger, au Maroc, au printemps 1989 et porterait sur la
traduction en langue arabe et l'utilisation des nouvelles technologies, l'autre en Tanzanie
porterait sur les problemes de la traduction en Afrique. Cette derniere aurait lieu dans le
courant de l'hiver 1989 (ete 1989 pour l'hemisphere Nord).

La FIT a egalement commence a intensifier son action dans diverses regions du globe
au moyen de la creation de structures decentralisees nommees centres regionaux. Le
prototype de ces centres regionaux est celui d'Amerique du Nord qui regroupe les
associations FIT du Canada, des Etats-Unis et du Mexique. Ce centre regional tiendra
son deuxieme congres triennal a Washington en octobre 1989. La creation de centres
regionaux regroupant d'une part les pays d'Amerique latine et d'autre part les pays
d'Asie orientale est actuellement a l'etude.

Enfin, la FIT poursuit de multiples actions en Europe, le continent ou elle est nee, et ou
se tiendra en aout 1990 son 12e Congres mondial. Ce congres, place sous le theme "La
traduction, profession creative" aura lieu a Belgrade, en Yougoslavie, du 2 au 9 aout 1990.

Fondee en 1953 par le Francais Pierre-Francois Caille, la FIT fete cette annee son 35'
anniversaire. Le Conseil de la FIT et sa presidente, Mme Anna Lilova, de Bulgarie,
constatent aujourd'hui que bien du chemin a ete parcouru dans la realisation de 1'un des
objectifs de la FIT, celui de rassembler les associations de traducteurs du monde entier
au sein d'une federation qui transcende les barrieres culturelles, politiques et geographi-
ques.

Progress

A landmark was reached in March 1988 when the last slip for the fourth volume of the
OED supplements (Zyrian) was completed, marking the end of 23 years of data
collection. The emphasis has now shifted to classification and data entry. About 65% of
the archive of slips has been wholly or partially organised into the structure of the new

classification and some 15% (a total of 100,000 meanings) is held in machine readable
form. As a matter of policy we have begun the final editing operation at the beginning of
the classification and are proceeding steadily towards the end, solving problems as we
go. Most of the completed sections therefore come from Section I (The External World).
They include Land, Water, The Extraterrestrial Universe, Life and Death, Flowers,
Farming, Biology, Mankind, The Body and its Parts, Health and Disease and The Five
Senses. From Section II (The Mind) we have typed in Good and Evil and from Section III
(Society) Institutional Religion. We have almost completed Food and Drink, a category
which has grown enormously through accessions in the supplements and contains
around 15,000 meanings. Health and Disease rivals it in size, while the Body and its Parts
and Institutional Religion are not far behind.

Data entry is initially through floppy disks on five Apricot PC's. The material is then
transferred to the ICL mainframe for storage. Both these operations are masterminded
by Joyce Farmer and Ann Mackay Miller, who have refined the procedures over the
years. As a final step, thanks to the work of Jim Beck of the G.U. Computing Service,
the material is transferred into a single database, where it is searchable by CAFs, a
program which allows us to interrogate the 29 fields in subtle and revealing ways. A
further look at the database has been taken by Nicola McClymont, a graduate of the
department who is now doing an M.Sc. in Computing Science. Data entry is speeding up
considerably now that the initial teething troubles have been sorted out.

Old English Thesaurus

This separate project, conducted by Jane Roberts at King's College, London, and
Christian Kay at Glasgow, has been delayed for a variety of reasons, most positively the
decision, at a rather late date, to switch from straightforward word-processing to the
creation of a database. Thanks to Prof. G. K. S. Browning, who is also overseeing the
printing programme, and to Isobel Fuller, his assistant, most of the word-processed
material has been transferred to the database format. Typing is now being done by
Karen Thorburn. The authors are very much aware of the limitations of the work,
arising from the problems of studying OE lexis in bulk, but nevertheless hope to finish by
Christmas. Interesting pointers to the relative survival rates of various OE lexical areas
are already beginning to emerge. Many of the people listed above have agreed to let us
refer to their classifications, while others, such as Susan Cooper, who has recently
completed Movement, are contributing separately.

Applications

The growing availability of the Historical Thesaurus on the mainframe has increased its
interim usefulness. One of the most exciting developments in recent years has been the
award to the departments of English Language and English and Scottish Literature of a
grant from the Computer Board to promote computer-assisted learning in these areas.
Acronymically known as STELLA (Software for the Teaching of English Language and
Literature and its Assessment), the project has a teaching laboratory which was formally
opened by Prof. Angus Mclntosh in April. Subsets of Thesaurus data were used
interactively last session by students examining types of word-formation and areas of
lexical increase in the Renaissance period, and were later, in a rather nerve-racking session,
combined on-screen with the text of King Lear so that a stylistic examination could be
made. In these developments we were greatly assisted by the lab manager, Jean Anderson.

Interactive displays are also in demand among a wider audience. One such, featuring
the datasets of Mankind and Health and Disease, was put on at a Conversazione
organised by the RSE to honour Principal Sir Alwyn Williams on his retirement. For an
exhibition in connection with the Glasgow Garden Festival, we supplied Flowers from
the enormous botanical section, and Horticulture.

Now an established feature of the lexicographical year, the course brought together 27
people from 8 countries including Australia, Cameroon, Ireland, Italy, the Netherlands,
Portugal, Sri Lanka and the United Kingdom.

There was the now-traditional mixture of morning lectures and afternoon discussions,
presentations, and demonstrations, ranging from descriptions of on-going projects to
applications of computer hardware and software. In addition to the organisers, lecturers
included David Blair (Macquarie University, Australia), Michael Rundell (Longman
Group), Steven Dodd (Exeter) and guest speaker Patrick Hanks (Chief editor, Collins
English Dictionaries) on 'Corpus linguistics'.

The following publishers and other institutions were represented: The British Council;
Buea University Centre, Cameroon; COBUILD, Birmingham; Collins, Glasgow; De-
partment of Education, Dublin; Dictionary of Modern Irish, Dublin; EUROTRA,
Utrecht; I.N.L., Leiden; Macmillan, London; Oxford U.P.; Sinhala Dictionary, Co-
lumbo, Sri lanka; Universidade do Porto; Zanichelli, Bologna.

There was a panoramic coverage of various dictionary types. Especially notable was a
wide interest in interlingual issues and a minority interest in subject dictionaries. Because
of the wide-ranging experience among those enrolling for the course, the original aim of
helping to train younger members of the profession has been amended. The organizers
now see the course as evolving into a forum for the sharing of information and ideas and
the discussion of problems and solutions. At the end of the course a one-day Workshop
on 'Lexicography in Africa' was held; proceedings are planned.

The dates for next year's course will be 19-24 March 1990.
