(8) Phraseology and Collocation

(9) Historical Lexicography and Etymology

(10) Reports on Lexicographical and Lexicological Projects

(11) Lexicological Issues of Lexicographical Relevance

The main topics are not meant to exclude any lexicographic topic. Particularly

welcome are submissions focusing on the user perspective at all levels of dic-

tionary production and consultation (e.g. experts vs. laymen as users,
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professional lexicographers as users of dedicated lexicographic tools, user needs

before and during dictionary consultation, considering user needs during the

whole lexicographic process). Papers, posters and demonstrations that are rele-

vant to the congress, but which do not fit into any of the categories 1-11, will be

reviewed nonetheless and considered for presentation.
